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A Clean Solution for Air Pollution
Arizona Science Center hosts Adults’ Night Out
PHOENIX (May XX, 2007) – Arizona is the fastest growing state in the nation.  With that growth, however, comes more vehicles on Arizona highways and more pollution into the air.  Air pollution is an important environmental concern, particularly in the Valley.  Arizona State University professor Jean M. Andino will address air pollution and its effects in a free lecture as part of Arizona Science Center’s Adults’ Night Out on Friday, June 1 at 7 p.m.
Dr. Andino has worked extensively with the fundamental aspects associated with the formation and effects of air pollutants.  She has also led a research team at Arizona State University in areas of atmospheric chemistry and air pollution control in the Valley.
Attendees will have the opportunity to check out some environmentally-friendly alternative fuel vehicles outside the Center in Heritage Square.  The fuel economy of today’s new vehicles is actually lower than it was two decades ago – Americans are using more gas to go a shorter distance.  The vehicles displayed at the Clean Car Show not only help the environment, they also save their owners money. The cars will be provided by Arizona Consumers Council.  Attendees who walk, bike, bike, bus or carpool to the Center will be entered into a raffle to win a $25 gift certificate to stinkweeds, an independent music store.
Also included in the event will be a planetarium presentation of Arizona Skies, which highlights some of the constellations visible throughout the state of Arizona.   The Maricopa County Clean Air Campaign: Bring Back Big Blue, the Sierra Club, Valley Metro, the Arizona Consumers Council, Tempe Bicycle Action Group and Clean Cities of Tucson will also be on hand to provide information about air pollution solutions.
